The bank shall
be responsible for delivering all Forms “M” to
the respective appointed inspection agent’s
liaison office in Nigeria.

Form “M” shall be completed in six examples,
of which three copies shall be sent to the Pre-
shipment Inspection Agents, one to the
Nigeria Customs Service and NMA while the
original shall be retained by the importer’s
bank.

Insurance of a Clean Report of Inspection
(CRI) or a Discrepancy Report of Inspection
(DRI) shall be mandatory for all import except
those exempted by the Honourable Minister of
Finance, provided approval has been
obtained before shipment of goods.

P.U.B.D. must be filled in on arrival in Nigeria
stating number of pkgs. expected, value and
origin.

Shipper must be in Nigeria before goods
arrival date, and the goods must arrive within

2 months of his arrjval.
